CONSUMER PRICE INDEX NUMBERS WITH BASE YEAR 2010=100 FOR RURAL, URBAN & COMBINED FOR THE QUARTER JULY-
SEPTEMBER 2023

The Directorate of Economics & Statistics, Nagaland is releasing the Consumer Price Index (CPI) for Rural, Urban & Combined with Base year
2010=100 for the quarter July-September 2023. In addition to CPI for Rural, Urban & Combined, Consumer Food Price Index (CFPI) for Rural, Urban
and Combined are also estimated and released for the same quarter. All Nagaland Inflation rates (on point to point basis i.e. current quarter over the
third quarter 2022) and monthly changes based on General Indices and Consumer Food Price Index (CFPI) are also provided.

The State General (all-Groups), Group and Sub-Group level for CPI & CFPI numbers for third quarter 2023 for Rural, Urban and Combined are
given in Annexure L. The General Indices for the third quarter 2023 for Rural, Urban & Combined are 162.88, 159.08 & 161.58 respectively. The
CFPI for Rural, Urban & Combined are 163.35, 164.73 & 164.98 respectively.

The monthly changes in the General Indices show that in the rural areas, the CPI (General) increased by 1.16 percent during the period July-
August 2023 and further increased by 0.87 percent during August-September 2023. In the Urban areas, the CPI (General) increased by 0.26 percent
during the period July-August 2023 and further increased by 0.35 percent during August-September 2023. In the Combined sector (Rural and Urban),
the index has increased by 0.51 percent during the period July-August 2023 and further increased by 0.11 percent during August-September 2023. In
the rural areas, the CFPI increased by 1.66 percent during July-August 2023 and further increased by 1.59 percent during the period August-September
2023. In the urban areas, the CFPI increased by 0.73 percent during July-August 2023 and further the index has increased by 0.24 percent during the
period August-September 2023. The CFPI in the combined sector increased by 0.39 percent during July-August 2023 and further increased by 0.59
percent during the period August-September 2023.

All Nagaland Quarterly Inflation rates (on point to point basis i.e current quarter over the same quarter of previous year) based on CPI
(General) and CFPI are given as follows:

The third quarter 2023 inflation rates based on CPI (General) for Rural, Urban and Combined have increased by 2.54 percent, 7.14 percent
and 6.02 percent respectively over the third quarter 2022. The CFPI for Rural, Urban and Combined increased by 4.27 percent, 6.6 percent and 7.14
percent respectively over the third quarter 2022.
